All Dancers in solo grade competitions will dance 2 steps unless otherwise noted. All competitors will dance 2 at a time 
for the reel; 3 at a time for remaining dances.  No Solo Costumes allowed in First Feis, Beginner and Advanced Beginner 
competitions (skirts, trousers, blouses, shirts, or school costumes ONLY). Adult female dancers must wear black tights.

CHAMPIONSHIPS 
All dancers in championship competitions up to and including U14 should be prepared to dance 3 at a time. 
Schedule will not run in age order. A dancer who misses his/her rotation will not be permitted to dance.  
Hard shoe rounds will be danced first. 

Changes to dances may be made until February 16, 2025, without penalty.  
Changes after February 16th up to February 23rd must be submitted with a change fee of $10*. 
NO CHANGE of dances allowed after February 23rd or on the day of the feis, except for mandatory 
moves from Prelim to Open. 

PRELIMINARY CHAMPIONSHIPS 
Preliminary dancers who win THREE first places in a calendar year must move to Open Championship the following 
calendar year.  When a third 1st place win is achieved over several calendar years, the dancer must move to Open 
Championship the following weekend.  Video recording is NOT permitted. 

CHOICE OF REEL (48 BARS) OR SLIP JIG (40 BARS) and JIG (48 BARS) OR HORNPIPE (40 BARS)
A – Reel/Jig  B- Reel/Hornpipe  C – Slip Jig/Jig  D – Slip Jig/Hornpipe 

OPEN CHAMPIONSHIPS - Competitors will dance THREE rounds.  Video recording is NOT permitted. 

CHOICE OF REEL (48 BARS) OR SLIP JIG (40 BARS) and JIG (48 BARS) OR HORNPIPE (40 BARS)
Set piece of choice. Under 9 must dance traditional set. 

A – Reel/Jig B- Reel/Hornpipe C – Slip Jig/Jig D – Slip Jig/Hornpipe 

ADULT CHAMPIONSHIP 

Competitors will dance THREE rounds. Adult Championship competitions are confined to those aged 18 and over who 
have not competed except as an adult during the past 5 years. Men and women combined.  Adult female dancers must 
wear black tights.  Video recording is NOT permitted.

Change Fee = $10.00 for each change or addition after February 16, 2025 

NO changes allowed after February 23, 2025 
A dancer whose level changes from prelim to open championship due to results at a feis on or before February 23, 

2025 must contact the feis committee no later than 12:00 noon on Monday February 24, 2025 to process the change 
before rotations are generated and the schedule is finalized.
